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Producer/Director
Mary Anne has worked as a documentary filmmaker for over twenty years. She has been an independent producer/director of docs for 13 of those years.  Mary Anne was a producer at CBC’s “The Journal” and prior to that a senior producer at CBC radio’s “Metro Morning”.  She started in private broadcasting in 1979. 

Mary Anne has just finished producing and directing “The 40 Year Secret” -- a documentary for CBC’s “The Passionate Eye” -- about teenage girls from the 60’s who got pregnant and put their babies up for adoption.  It’s a love story that follows one couple’s 40-year attempt to reunite with their daughter. 

In 2005 she produced and directed “Return to Sender”, a documentary which told the story of Alexandra, a young girl from Romania who at age nine, after an international adoption, was left stateless. The documentary also aired on CBC’s “The Passionate Eye” and created a stir around the world as people questioned how two countries could let a young child slip through the cracks. Alexandra and her two children have subsequently received Canadian citizenship. 

In 2005, Mary Anne directed and wrote “Run Your Own Race: Dr. Marla’s Journey with Breast Cancer”.  It was awarded a Gold at the Houston Worldfest/06, The Silver Chris (Best in Division) at the 2006 Columbus International Film Awards, was a finalist at the 2006 Freddie Awards in New York and the 2006 Broadcast Award from the Society of Obstetricians and Gynecologists.

Mary Anne was recognized for the seven documentaries she directed and wrote for the long-running series on History Television, “Turning Points of History”.  A gold medal at the New York Film Festival, three Special Jury, three Platinum and one Gold award at the Houston World festival, a silver Hugo and a silver Plaque at the Chicago Film Festival, two bronze Plaques at the Columbus International Film Festival and a Gold Camera at the U.S. International Film and Video awards.  Mary Anne retold familiar stories with a new dramatic twist – from  “Prescription for Disaster” -The Story of Thalidomide, “Purple Haze”-The Jonestown Massacre to  “Bloody Disgrace”-The Story of How AIDS Entered Our Blood System.

While at CBC’s “The Journal” Mary Anne’s groundbreaking documentary about breast cancer called “After the Tears” won the Canadian Science writer’s award for best science doc and a Bronze plaque at the New York Film Festival. 

Mary Anne’s work has aired around the world and both entertained and enlightened.
